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Most physicists would agree that experiment is fundamental to physics. Yet, most
physics labs only use experiments to verify or confirm physics theory. In this talk, I'll
present research that identifies some of the issues with using labs solely to verify
physics concepts and present some twists on classic lab activities to teach students
about the nature and joys of experimental physics.
